University.  http://www.txwesleyan.edu/tabletennis/index.html The country’s best table tennis athletes will 
converge on Texas Wesleyan to compete in the USA Table Tennis National Team Trials March 4 and 5, 
2010. A win at the Team Trials means a chance to represent the United States in the Table Tennis World 
Championships, held in Moscow, Russia, May 23-30, 2010.Eleven men and seven women will compete at the 
Team Trials, which will take place in the Sid W. Richardson Center. Coach will also help South Bend Club 
member Mark Hazinski  who is 4- time U.S. Doubles National Champion and 2 time Men’s Collegiate 
National Champion. Mark and Joe are ranked 1-2 in these trials and both started their careers as juniors in the 
early 90’s at the South Bend club.
